	Summary & Thesis (10)
	My summary paragraph includes an attention-getter, summarizes the basic plot, and discusses the importance of the theme of the story.   My thesis explains how the use of the literary element I will analyze connects to the theme of the story.  
	My summary names the title and author of the story, summarizes the basic plot, and identifies the theme of the story.  My thesis mentions the theme of the story and the literary element I will discuss.

	Analysis (10)
	My analysis paragraph includes three quotations from the story and fully explains how the quotes given as an example support the theme of the story (So what?) 
	My analysis paragraph includes three quotations from the story. I identify that these quotations prove the theme.

	Quotation Integration and citations (10)
“Quote” (Author #).
	My quotations are seamlessly worked into an original sentence. Without the quotations marks and other punctuation, my reader cannot tell where my sentence ends and the quotation begins.  My quotes are followed by correctly formatted and punctuated parenthetical references.
