2. The song “Free to Be Me”  is a narrative poem because it tells about a change in attitude from being a girl to being adult.

3. The devices of sound – rhyme, alliteration, and refrain (as highlighted in the margins)– create a fun, playful tone, which shows the optimism of the speaker after growing out of her old childish attitudes.

4. The devices of sense – metaphor, symbolism, personification, and imagery (as highlighted in the margins) – use common, everyday comparisons and images to show the flaws that all people have in their lives.

5. The message of the song “Free to Be Me” is that sometimes people try to control every aspect of their lives -- sometimes succeeding and other times failing – but only when people realize that we can’t make it on our own and need something outside ourselves can we be “free” and truly happy.
